In the last edition of FireWire,
we explained that we were
reducing the number of
newsletters from four editions to
two per year to save money.
We are making significant
budget cuts in every area of the
fire service to account for
revenue losses as property
values continue to decline.

For 2011, we cut 9% of our
budget, and the forecast for
2012 looks equally grim. At this
point we are looking at cutting
another 10% or $300,000-
$350,000 to compensate for lost
